 12-day extensive staff training on all programs provided at 
the center; Red Cross Lifeguarding, First Aid and CPR (End of Spring Season/Beginning of 
Summer Season); Alabama Boating Certification Course (Fall and Spring seasons).  

Genuine interest in children and teaching; positive attitude; outgoing personality; open-
minded; willingness to learn; well-developed communication skills and leadership ability.    

• An BA/BS in education, environmental education, outdoor education natural 
science, recreation or related field 

• The ability to pass a criminal background check.   
• 1-2 seasons previous experience in field preferred.  

All applicants are eligible for the following: 
3-month commitment: August 24-December 5, 2009; March 8-May 28, 2010; or  
May 24-August 20, 2010 
6-month commitment: March 8 – August 20, 2010 
9-month commitment: March 8 – December 3, 2010 
  
Salary:  $290/week.  Room and board provided (when dining room is in service)  
  
Benefits: Partial Medical coverage (up to $3,000 a visit, not applicable on pre-existing, 
conditions). Dental plan can be purchased for $18.85/month.
