The Counselor-In-Training (C.I.T.) Program is for youth ages 15-17 who are interested in learning about leadership and working with children!
Applicants must have turned 15 no later than May 1%, 2010, and cannot have turned 18 prior to May 1%, 2010. The CIT program is designed to
provide practical experience for campers who are considering becoming counselors in the future; however, it is open to any camper of appropriate
age who wishes to enhance their leadership skills that will be necessary in your growth as a 4-H Youth and potentially as a future counselor.
Participants will learn to become role models for children younger than themselves. CITs will have an extensive amount of direct interaction with
campers and as such should be friendly and approachable. As with any other practical experience, the more a CIT receives the better. Therefore,
CIT applicants may register for multiple sessions.

All Alabama 4-H Center CIT’s selected to volunteer over the summer are required to attend CIT Training. Training will be held prior to
Summer Camp at a date to be determined. The majority of CIT training will involve learning the skills for leading children, including
communicating with children — with a special emphasis on listening skills, teaching positive behavior and values, handling undesired
behavior and conflicts in positive ways, leading games, campfire songs, and program activities, teaching skills in specialty areas,
presenting in front of small and large groups, earning respect from others, working as a team, creativity, and problem solving. CIT’s will
also learn about how our camp operates, our policies & procedures, the roles & duties of our staff, and how camps serve children. This
training will be assisted by both full time professional staff and college-age summer staff.
