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RESULTS SUMMARY:

Nine on-farm corn hybrid performance tests were coordinated by Regional Extension agents. Tests were planted in
Clay, Dallas, Fayette, Geneva, Macon, Perry, Pike, Talladega and Washington Counties. Hybrids were planted in
strips the length of the field at each site with one to two Complete Blocks. Yields of corn hybrids were evaluated
within seed treatments (Poncho 250 or Cruiser). Dryland tests in Clay County yielded from 111.3 to 156.9 bushels
per acre (bu/A), Dallas County from 96.5 to 132.2 bu/A, Perry County from 68.0 to 117.2 bu/A, Talladega County
from 172.7 to 216.1 bu/A, and Washington County from 120.3 to 141.4 bu/A. Irrigated trials in Geneva County
yielded from 145.8 to 201.6 bu/A, and Macon County from 190.4 to 216.8 bu/A. The Pike County test was not
harvested for yield data because of damage from Tropical Storm Fay. The Fayette County test was severely
affected by drought and was not harvested for yield data. The Geneva County test and the Washington County test
were toured, but tests in the other counties were not because of drought. Yield results of the harvested tests were
distributed to farmers at meetings and visits. Results were linked to the AlabamaCrops.com website.
