The Southern Environmental Center (SEC) is the largest educational facility of its kind in Alabama and can 
handle groups of up to 100 visitors at a time. In addition to its award-winning Interactive Museum and Eco-
Scape Gardens, the SEC is also active in the community. It has initiated a number of model partnerships 
targeting water quality, smog, and urban sprawl. 

The Southern Environmental Center is a 5,600 square foot center with multi-media conference room and 
Gift Store housed in what was formerly an indoor pool at Birmingham-Southern College. It is perfect for 
schools, scouts, church groups, etc. Visit The Interactive Museum (TIM), a two-story environmental show-
case that challenges visitors to slide down a giant Sewage Pipe, lift a week's worth of garbage, or identify 
the sources of air pollution on a moving city scape model.  Next, take a tour of the nearby EcoScape, a 4-
acre outdoor classroom whose paths wind through a miniature Mobile Basin wetland, past Beneficial Bug 
sculptures and Fragrance Gardens, and along the Appalachian Trail to a 2-story treehouse. Learn about 
medicinal plants, edible landscapes, and sustainable landscape practices. Complete your visit by making 
EcoArt. Transform discarded telephone wires, bottle caps, old CDs and more into home jewelry. 

BIRMINGHAM ZOO 
The Birmingham Zoo is Alabama's most popular attraction, drawing more than 
500,000 visitors annually. Approximately 750 animals of 250 species call the 122-
acre Birmingham Zoo home, including sea lions, kangaroos and endangered spe-
cies from six continents.

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Have I Got a Story - Storytelling is one of our oldest traditions.  It is 
a way to pass on history and to help us understand our world.  Just 
as importantly, storytelling fulfills our need to entertain and to be 
entertained.  Have I Got a Story allows you to demonstrate your 
ability to speak before an audience, share your thoughts & feel-
ings, entertain others, and build your confidence.  Here are the 
rules:  
 
Stories will be told individually.  No teams.  

Junior Level stories should be 2 to 4 minutes long.  Senior Level stories should be 8 to 10 minutes.  
For Senior only, an additional 2 minutes should be used to briefly tell about your service component.  The judges 
will have questions which are not included in your time limits. 
Seniors MUST complete a Community Service Report. 
It is not planned that microphones be used, so story tellers are free to move around. 
Your story must be told without notes. 
You may use simple props which do not distract from your telling of the story 
Your story should be something you learned to tell this year. 
Costumes are acceptable, but not required.  
Your story may come directly from a book or another source or it may be adapted or your own original story.  
For Senior Level events, there must a service component such as telling your story to younger kids or in a com-
munity activity. 

 
$ 15 Dollar Challenge -  Do you enjoy shopping?  Do you look for great 
buys?  Like to check out garage sales, thrift stores or consignment 
shops?  Have you ever bought your own “special touch” to an outfit that 
makes it unique and individually YOU? 
The $15 Dollar Challenge lets you shop in new places, save money, and 
put together a really great outfit.  The rules are really simple: 
 
Don’t spend over $15 on an outfit that covers the entire body. That means a top and bot-
tom or one piece like a dress. 
Receipts are required, although they can be handwritten from garage sales. 
Accessories and shoes are not part of the $15. 
Outfits must come from garage sales, consignment stores, thrift stores, Goodwill or Sal-
vation Army type stores. 
Finding an end of season retail store would NOT count! 
4-Hers must complete a $15 Challenge Report Form and bring it to the event. Bring three 
copies; one for each judge. 
Prepare to model your outfit for the judges and answer a few questions. The interview 
will take about 35 minutes. 
 
 
 

 



Freestyle Demonstration - Do you know how to do something really well?  How about writing text messages—
fast?  Yoga or Pilates?  Leather work?  Grooming your pet?  Cup stacking?  Would you like to teach others/  
That’s what 4H Freestyle Demonstration is all about.  Here are the rules: 
 

Compete by yourself.  
No live animals or endangered or threatened plants. 
If you use equipment, use it safely. 
Do you plan to use open flames, chemicals, power tools, sharp objects (knives, 
saws, clippers, fish hooks, etc), or ATVs in your demonstration? Talk to your 4H 
County Office for permission and safety rules. 
Demonstrations should be 5-10minutes. No more than 5 minutes for setup. 
Setup time and answer period are NOT included in the 5-10 minutes demonstra-
tion limits. 
You may use notes, but don’t read from them. 
Contest facilitators will supply a table and an easel. You must supply anything 

else. 
The demonstration area is indoors and limited to an 8 foot by 8foot area. 
Follow the 4H Dress Code. 
PowerPoint presentations, slides, and videos are okay to use. You must bring all equipment. They should not 
replace you speaking to your audience. 
Cover or remove any visible brand name labels. 

 
 
 

Present it with Power -   Do you enjoy working on your computer?  Pre-
sent it with Power helps you build new skills, helps you learn about 
your community and more about 4-H.  Choose a topic that folks will be 
interested in, and put together your own powerpoint presentation.  Use 
pictures, music, or movies, but be sure you use Powerpoint software.    
The rules are: 

 
Don’t give a speech with your presentation.  Your powerpoint will be played 
before the judges and audience, just like showing a videotape. 
Time limit is 3-5 minutes. 
Label your disk with your name—it will not be returned. 
Use only powerpoint software. 

Include a slide with your name and county.
