The soap they make is the 

old fashioned lard and lye soap but goat milk and cosmetic grade oils are added to make a 

high quality bar of soap.  Their product has been shipped from Maine to California and to 

many countries throughout the world.   

Spencer looks forward to working with all goat, sheep, and rabbit producers by 

addressing their questions and concerns.  His ongoing work includes regional workshops, 

development of fact sheets, and individual farm visits.
