	Heir Property Workshop Planned
	Although you may have never heard of the term “heir property”, you may own this type property, or you may know someone who owns heir property.  Heir property is defined as land held in common by the descendants (or heirs) of someone who had died without a will, or whose estate did not go through probate.  “Ownership of heirs” property is a complex legal, family, community, economic and political problem – a deep systemic problem that affects thousands of families” in the country.  These families are at constant risk of losing their property because each interest is assignable to others.
