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NURTURING  INDOOR  PLANTS

Fall and winter veg-

etable gardening is my favorite 

gardening of all.  There are very 

few insects and diseases to con-

trol, the Good Lord does most 

of the watering and there are 

very few winter weeds to battle, 

which can easily be eliminated 

with some mulch.  But the cool 

winter temperature is the main 

winter gardening stress, not as 

much for the plants, but for the 

gardener.  Whether outdoor gar-

dening is not your thing or if you 

are bringing in plants you intend 

to nurture indoors you can have 

a lush oasis of greenery inside 

your home this winter. 

Indoor plants 

have many 

benefits, they 

not only psy-

chologically 

improve our 

well-being, but they also filter out 

many pollutants in your home or 

office, but like all plants, indoors 

or out, they require some gen-

eral maintenance. 

To insure a long lived, healthy 

indoor plant, make sure all con-

tainers have drainage holes in the 

bottom with a catch dish, re-

move all dead leaves and make 

sure to be consistent in your wa-

tering.  The number one cause 

of death to all plants is either 

too much water or too little wa-

ter.   

When water-

ing, just add a 

little at a time 

and use your 

finger to test 

to see if more 

water is needed.  If the soil feels 

moist to the touch and soil sticks 

to your finger then the plant has 

efficient moisture. Using tap wa-

ter is ok for the plants, but rain-

water is best. If your tap water 

contains fluoride it should be 

used cautiously on some types of 

plants and indoor plants will be 

happiest at temperatures be-

tween 65-75 degrees Fahrenheit. 

If your plants are in pots, after 

watering you should never see 

the water immediately start to 

fill up the catch dish the pot is 

sitting in. This is an indicator that 

the plant was too dry.  In this 

case you need to apply smaller 

amounts of water more often.  

You can also tell if a plant needs 

a drink by picking it up.  If it feels 

light for its size, it probably 

needs water.  You want the soil 

to be moist, not wet.  Overwa-

tering can cause the plant to re-

main wet for too long resulting in 

root rot.  Any water that drains 

into the catch dish overtime and 

remains there for 24 hours should 

be removed to keep it from dam-

aging the plant.  If the leaves start 

to turn brown and black and your 

container plant starts to smell, this 

is an indication it is too wet and 

starting to die. 

Also do not 

forget the fer-

tilizer.  Plants 

need fertilizer 

to make food 

and especially if 

you are using 

tap water and not rainwater, the 

nutrients that would often times in 

nature come from the rain have 

been removed so we must supple-

ment.  Make sure the fertilizer for 

your indoor plants is water-

soluble and remember it is always 

best to use less fertilizer indoors 

than to use too much.  Always re-

fer to the label, but if still uncer-

tain how much to use and how 

often, a good rule of thumb is ¼ 

teaspoon of fertilizer per half gal-

lon of water once every two 

months for indoor plants in the 

summer and every three months 

in the winter.

net and learned what 

zone she was in (5), 
researched what 
plants would do well 

in her area and locat-
ed a local nursery for 

her to visit. I also found and re-
ferred her to the local county ex-

tension office website 
(www.ag.purdue.edu). I thought it 
would be a good idea to get her 

involved with this project, keeping 
in mind what a Master Gardenerõs 

role is. Prior to my arrival she visit-

ed the local nursery, purchased 
most of the plantings, and had all 
the old landscaping removed. 
 

We arrived in Indiana 
under a Tornado 
warning and pouring 

rain. I was thinking 
this should be fun 
and I was right. The 

next day it was raining and cold 
with 65 for the high. We planned 

out the design and set the plants in 
their location, hopefully we would 

be able to plant the next day weath-
er permitting. Not letting the day 
be a complete waste we headed off 

to the local nursery to buy more 
plants, mulch, and fertilizer. Noth-
ing in Loogootee is local so we 

headed 30 minutes one way and an 
hour the other way. I took this time 
to cover plant selection, budget, 

plant placement, plant watering 
needs, the importance of mulching 
and the purpose of fertilizers. In 

addition to the landscaping we were 

also doing container plantings. I 
went over thrill-
er, filler and 

spiller and the 
importance of 
using the cor-

rect potting mix 

not soil. Yes Ginger it makes a 

difference.   
  
About 16 

hours and 3 
days later we 
had completed 
our project. 

We had plant-
ed trees, 
shrubs, peren-

nials, grasses and 16 planting con-
tainers. We searched for local 

boulders from their nearby farm 

and added them to the landscape.  
We worked hard, ate a lot of 
good food and 
saw our niece 

graduate. We 
all pitched in as 
a family and 

along the way 
everyone 
learned more 

about gardening, the environment, 
pollination, themselves and the 

importance of family. But most 
importantly we finished the task

tor, the Cullman County MG 

newsletter. 

Important! Ȥ A "Rose Rosette 

Disease" is moving into Alabama. 

This is a virus caused by 

mites...primarily on knock out 

roses and multiflora roses. The 

only way to get rid of it is by pull-

ing up the plant (roots included) 

and burning it. Some signs of this 

disease are: small curled up 

leaves, reddish in color...stem also 

red, soft thorns, knarly, profuse 
leaves (witches broom). If you sus-

pect that your roses are infected, 

please report it to the County Exten-

sion Office immediately! 

 

Check out the gardening calendar 

for January. Yes, this is the time 

to get trees and shrubs planted if 

you need to. It is also the time to 

get those spring bulbs in the 

ground. But notice that it is a 

fairly short list. When you have 

finished, here are a few more sug-

gestions for this time of year: 

Get those bird feeders scrubbed 

and filled and out in the yard. 

Gather your seed and plant cata-

logs around you. Make yourself a 

steaming hot cup of coffee, or 

cocoa, or tea and find a comfy 

spot near a window. Watch it 

rain. Watch the birds emptying 

the feeders. Wear out the pages 

of those catalogs and dream a lit-

tle. Slow down and enjoy this gar-

denerõs time of rest.
