To post you simply log in to Sharepoint, under Priority Program Teams click on 4-H and YD, and then select 4-H Blog.  Once there, use the list on the right hand side of the page to create and manage your posts.  Choose "Create a post", add your information in the boxes provided (for the body of your posts I treat it like you would a Success Story and copy and paste from word.)  I don't worry with the Category section or the Subject Section, although it might eventually become useful.  Then you need to choose if you want it to post statewide or not (these show up on the counties homepages under Blog Headlines) and choose which counties pertain to the post.  You can then either choose Save as a draft (I like to do this to give myself a chance to proof my post) or publish. 

If you choose save as draft you can then go back to the 4-H Blog site and choose "Manage Posts", review your posts, click Edit (top right corner), and then publish.

If you want to include pictures in your blog you must upload them to your photos section under links, copy the pictures that you want to include, and then use the paste button on the body section of your posts to add the picture. 

Adding pictures is really the hardest part about the blog, but after you've done it once it is a breeze.
