This test was planted on Kenneth Carnley’s Farm near Kinston, Al. It was planted on
December 15,2004. Soil test was taken. Soil pH is 6.4. Two tons of chicken litter per
acre were applied to the previous crop being peanuts and two tons of chicken litter per
acre will be applied in February. This was planted with a no till grain drill, at the seeding
rate of 130 Ib. per acre. The plots are in 0.8 acre plots. The field is very uniform. Soil
moisture at planting was perfect for germination. The air temperature at planting was 52
degrees F. A field tour will be conduced just prior to harvest. Yields will be taken and
reported.
