The Rules

e Photos may be color, sepia or black-and-
white.

e Prints must be 5’x7” or larger. They may
be no larger than 18"x18".

e Do not submit photos in frames or cut-
out mat boards. Photos should be simply
mounted flat on plain white or black
poster board or foam board. Maximum
mount board size is 20” x 20".

e Each entry must be accompanied by a
copy of the original, unaltered photo or
photos used in the process. Mount the
original on the same board as the altered
photo.

e Your name, date of birth, county and
address must be listed on the back of the
photograph. No names or titles on the
front of the mount board.

e The project must be based on an original
photo that you took. It can’'t be based on
a scanned image from another source.

e Photos must have been taken during the
current 4-H year.

e Photos must have been taken by the
4-Her submitting the entry.

e One entry per participant.

e Photos will be laid flat on a table for
judging. No easels or props may be
used.

e You must accompany your photograph to
the competition. Be ready to talk about
your work.
