Scott’s OH-2 is a prepackaged mixture of Goal
(oxyfluorfen) and Prowl (pendimethalin). It is available
as a 3-percent granule containing both herbicides. This
product is used to control both annual grasses and
broadleaf weeds with several container- and field-grown
ornamentals. The granules should be applied in the
spring either before weed seed germination or follow-
ing complete weed removal. Applications can be made
immediately after planting rooted ornamentals in con-
tainers or in the field and as soon as the soil has settled
at the base of the plants. Moisture is needed to activate
this herbicide and to wash the particles off the foliage.
Ornamental foliage should be dry when the herbicide is
applied to reduce the possibility of plant injury. This
herbicide should not be applied 2 weeks before or 2
weeks after budbreak or during periods of active
growth. For full-season control, repeat applications are
required at 3-month intervals during the growing sea-
son.

Rout is a prepackaged mixture of Goal (oxyfluor-
fen) and Surflan (oryzalin). This product is available as
a 3-percent granule containing both herbicides. This
product is used to control annual grasses and broadleaf
weeds in and around container- and field-grown orna-
mental plants. Applications should be made in the
spring before weed seed germination or after existing
weeds have been removed. Repeat applications can be
made at 2- to 3-month intervals during the growing sea-
son when weed seed germination can be seen in the
treated areas. The herbicide should be applied uniform-
ly over the soil surface and watered with %2 inch of irri-
gation water or rain following application. Ornamental
foliage should be dry at the time of application to re-
duce the potential for crop injury. This herbicide should
not be applied 2 weeks before or 2 weeks after bud-
break or during periods of active growth.

Scott’s Ornamental Weedgrass Control (pendi-
methalin) is available as a 2.68-percent granule. This
preemergence product is used to control most grasses
and certain broadleaf weeds around container- and
field-grown ornamental plants. Application must be
made before germination of weeds or immediately after
the removal of existing weeds. Irrigation or rainfall is
needed to activate the herbicide.
