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A Traditional Streetgame

Rat Tail Chase

This is a newer version of the age-old game of “tag” where each player gets a handkerchief or strip of material (flag, string, etc.) to hang from the belt area at the back of their pants as a “tail”.  The “tail” is normally approximately 24” long and is tucked into the belt or pants top.

On que, each player tries to grab the other players’ “rat tail” (and take it) while maintaining their own tail.  They are not allowed to hold their own tail to protect it.  A set area (boundaries) are normally given, and players must not tackle, push, or strike other players in the pursuit of their tails.

Once a player has lost his/her tail they must sit out for the remainder of the game (which will not likely be for long in this fast-paced game)!  The winner is the last player to still have his/her tail. 
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
