Consequences

· Upon the determination that a violation has been committed, the participant will be sent home immediately at hi/her own expense.

· In the event that a participant is knowingly found to be or admits to having been in the presence of a participant in violation of the above state policy, disciplinary action will be taken at the discretion of the staff.
