Outputs:

1) Establish a network of Extension professionals working in restoration of streams, wetlands, lakes, estuaries, and riparian ecosystems to share information through e-mail, phone conferences and meetings at conferences.

2) Coordinate training on watershed restoration at the 2005 Southern Region Water Conference addressing the topics of restoration project planning, implementation, and monitoring.
