same board as the altered photo. Maximum mount board size is 20"

x 20"

Project must be based on original photo(s) you took. It cannot be
based on a scanned image from another source. Alteration must be
more than just taking the red out of eyes.

Photos must have been taken by the youth submitting the entry.
One entry is allowed per event.

Photos must have been taken during the current Alabama 4-H year.

Photos will be laid flat on a table for judging. No easels or props
may be used.

and practice your communication skills. Alabama 4-H is now requiring all
Senior Level 4-H members to add a community service component to all 4-H
Competitive Events. Each Senior Level 4-H member will have to complete the
4-H Community Service Report as a part of his or her project. 4-H members will
be disqualified if the community service report is not included.

You must decide what service you can provide and not have a parent or 4-H
leader make this decision for you. Groups of young people are encouraged to
work together to discover how they can serve their community.
