•	 April 20–22: First round of Zoom interviews are held.
•	 April 22–25: Emails are sent to 4-H members who will receive an  

in-person interview.
•	 May 11 & 12: In-person interviews are held at the Alabama 4-H Center. 
•	 May 28: Emails are sent to 4-H members indicating if they are a  

2026-2027 State Ambassador.
Only an application of sufficient quality and submitted through 4HOnline 
will merit an invitation to interview. Be aware of the high commitment 
and standards that come with being an Alabama 4-H Ambassador. As a 
4-H Ambassador, you are the face of Alabama 4-H at all times. You must 
demonstrate high ethical standards.
